BOARD OF DIRECTORS REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of November 16, 2022
NOTE: This meeting was held in person and via teleconference, pursuant to AB 361
1. CALL TO ORDER-5:30 PM OPEN SESSION 
 President Jones called the meeting to order at 5:34 PM
2. ROLL CALL:
General Manager Loch Dreizler called the role. Directors Present: Beard, Redfern, Padelford, and Jones. Directors Absent: Van Pelt. Staff Present: Loch Dreizler, General Manager; Jeanne Goodwell, Temporary Administrative Assistant; Rick Battles, Legal Counsel
3. DIRECTORS COMMENTS:

Director Redfern recognized that he had received the invitation to the CSDA dinner and asked that other board members RSVP to the CSDA dinner on 12/1/2022.
4. PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Via Zoom, four community members spoke during open public comments regarding a recently published article alleging Director Jones was present at the US Capital on January 6, 2021. Comments were evenly split between defenders and detractors
5. REPORTS: 
A. General Manager:

· Loch Dreizler introduced Jeanne Goodwell, hired temporarily to replace Wendy Berry while the District solicits a full-time replacement. 
· Some small but lingering tasks had been accomplished: a TV was permanently mounted on the wall in the Board room, a window was replaced on an entry door, and our trucks have new logos, replacing worn-out logos.
· A Draft Municipal Services Review (MSR) was submitted to LAFCO.  

B. Legal Counsel: Changes to the Brown Act via AB 2449 – To be discussed in greater detail at a   future meeting.
C. Secretary/Treasurer: None
D. Committees: Director Redfern and Van Pelt reiterated the work on Municipal Services Review (MSR) and that on 12/8/2022 at 10:00 AM, Supervisor Hartmann organized various County departments to discuss lighting, streets, sidewalks, trash cans, and Santa Ynez Park.
6. CONSENT ITEMS:  General Manager deferred the following Consent Items for approval to the December 2022 Board Meeting.
A. Approval of Regular Meeting Minutes of October 19, 2022.
B. Approval of Special Meeting Minutes (MRS) of October 26, 2022

C. Approval of Disbursements from October 15, 2022, through November 9, 2022
7. ACTION ITEMS:
A. Resolution 22-25 approving the annexation of 3025 & 3035 Lucky Lane. This resolution will annex these properties into the Santa Ynez Community Services District.
1) Staff report and discussion: All fees have been received, but additional information is needed to process one of the checks. These properties are within the District’s sphere of influence. The property owners will need to acquire an easement to tie into the Golden Inn pump station.
Director Redfern asked if the easement would accommodate additional homes. The easement has to be approved or finalized, but there will likely be four or five lots that may benefit from the easement – to be determined. The homeowners will probably utilize a STEP system where solid waste would be maintained on-site and liquid waste would be pumped to the Golden Inn pump station.
Director Beard motioned to approve Resolution 22-25, Director Padelford seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:

B. Discuss Horizon Drive Sewer Easement Subsidence. 
The General Manager reported that comparison compaction samples were taken on Monday, November 7 – three samples in areas of concern and two random samples. However, the lab results will not be available for 10 to 20 days. 
Recent minimal rains, just before the board meeting, expectedly, produced no additional subsidence.
The new compaction results will be used to revise existing design standards and specifications for future projects. In addition, remaining project funds may be used for additional testing and future repairs if needed.

C. Discussion and Adoption of Resolution 22-26, authorizing remote teleconference meetings of the District’s legislative bodies pursuant to Government Code Section 54953(e).
AB 361 will not sunset until the end of 2023 but requires a State of Emergency Declaration. The current State of Emergency (COVID-19) is scheduled to end on February 28, 2023.

Adoption of Resolution 22-26, attending meetings by teleconference under AB 361 and Government Code 54953(e) will continue and expire on December 21, unless, on or before that date and every thirty (30) days thereafter, the Board adopts a subsequent resolution setting forth the findings required by Government Code section 54953(e)(3) to extend the timeframe that the District may continue conducting its public meetings via teleconference in compliance with government Code Section 54953(b)(3). 
Director Paddleford motioned to adopt Resolution 22-26 authorizing remote teleconference meetings, Director Redfern seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:

D. Hiring a new Secretary/Treasurer and/or Confidential Administrative Assistant
The job description may be modified from the current description. A “Confidential” designation may apply to this position because the desire is to have the new employee be included in the personnel bargaining committee and be directly involved with the collective bargaining process along with the General Manager and the Board of Directors.
